DHOP Internship Commitments
Personal Devotion
Those accepted into the DHOP Internship are expected to live a “priestly lifestyle.” This simply means that you are committed to a consistent pursuit of the knowledge and experience of God through studying and meditating on the Scriptures, worship, and a sincere and devoted prayer life. We are called to minister to the Lord through worship and praise. 

Christian Leadership Lifestyle

As Christians, we are called to be leaders in our families, churches, communities, and the marketplace. As DHOP Internship students, it is important that you live a life worthy of the call of God as defined by scriptural standards. Although no one is expected to be perfect, it is expected that you will pursue God’s will even in weakness while growing in obedience to Him and increasing in godly character, known as the fruit of the Spirit. Be the leader you would want to follow.

Honoring Leadership
DHOP expects you to submit to the staff and leadership of the DHOP Internship in matters pertaining to the practical workings of the internship. This is of utmost importance as you are given opportunities to minister alongside seasoned leaders during ministry in various settings.

Church Membership
Students are strongly encouraged to belong to and support a congregation, being practically connected by serving the members of that local congregation. We see a congregation as any gathering of believers in Christ where there is definitive leadership who serve as elders, pastors, or overseers that give direction and oversight to the congregation. 

Financial Commitments
Tuition for the DHOP Internship is $100/adult or $50/youth for the 3 or 6-month and $200/adult or $100/youth for 12-month internship (with scholarship and assistance available).



DHOP Internship Training Outline
These are the core components of the DHOP Internship experience. Please read over and understand what you are committing to during this season of consecration. The internship is designed to provide opportunity to encounter, equip, and empower you building a solid foundation for your calling. We tell all of our interns, "You will get out of it what you put into it."
Encounter: 
Hours in the Prayer Room
A fundamental aspect of this internship is the emphasis on your time with God and its effect on all of your life. This is the
most important part of the DHOP Internship, and our expectation is that the Holy Spirit will meet your seeking heart and teach you. You will study, meditate, worship, pray, listen to God, and put into practice other various spiritual disciplines you will be taught. You are required to sign up for one two-hour watch that you will commit to serve on each week. The remaining hours required each week can be completed in a way that fits your schedule.

Mentoring
All interns will be assigned a mentor for the internship. This is a valued and beneficial piece unique to the way we train.
You will have monthly meetings with your mentor, each meeting lasting an hour. In your first month you’ll have an additional meeting, for a total of 2 that month, for the purpose of introduction and getting acquainted.

Outreach
As a Christian we want to further cultivate a servant’s heart through participating in events and community outreaches. 
Equip:
Equip Session
Learn directly from DHOP staff and guest speakers in a hands-on environments. Through teaching and impartation, you will receive instruction in various topics helpful for you to encounter God, ground you in the Scriptures, establish a kingdom lifestyle, and grow in your skill set.

Bible Study and Prayer Training
Create intentional time with God in the midst of a busy schedule by participating in a weekly Bible study. Then every other Sunday night from 5 pm – 7 pm you will have prayer training.
○ Bible Study: Bible Study helps build community and provide foundational relationships with others in the internship.
○ Prayer training: You will grow in your understanding and practice of spiritual disciplines such as
 Intercession. 

Operations
Take ownership of tasks and projects of your interest at the House of Prayer. Gain confidence in your leadership as topics are assigned to you. 


Empower:
Fasting and Physical Fitness
Pause, remove distractions, and grow closer to God as you engage in a time of fasting with the DHOP team.
From Food: Fasting food 1 day each week, as well as a 7-day fast are powerful elements required in this internship. We recognize that this can cause concern because fasting might be a brand new concept, or because of health concerns. If you happen to have caution or concern about fasting food, please know that we are happy to work with you to come up with an effective plan.

From Media: For the entire internship, you will commit to be mindful of the media you put before you. This fasting is truly taking everything captive before the Lord television, movies, secular music, gaming consoles, mindless web surfing, social media, novels, etc. Media/internet is permitted when necessary for your study, work, email, and purchases. When in doubt, please ask one of the DHOP staff.

Fitness: Have the energy and health to carry out your calling through weekly water and step challenges.

Journaling
You will be required to share a journal entry for different requirements throughout the internship, including a weekly
overview of your prayer room time, weekly one day fast, life postures, and the 7 day fast.

Life Challenges
Life postures are practical assignments intended to develop the different elements that make up the normal Christian
walk. They will given through out the internship.
